DALSLAND
The tour follows an extensive interlinking lake system, someslateslinked by locks and others
by short land transports. The area is extremely wedlanised for paddlers with a large number
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cleared tent area, a wind shelter, fireplace and a dry toilet. A charge for the use of these
campsites is made by the lmlccommunities and is include in your tour fee.

The area can be very popular and busy in the high season but should be very peaceful at the times
chosen for our tours.

Our Dalsland tours start & finish in the small town of Bengtsfors. The first & las$ midhbe
spent in a cosy local hotel. Twin rooms are en suite and the hotel prepares your breakfast.

Other meals are prepared by the group themselves.

Dalsland tour fees: 8750 kr per person excluding flights. Group size: 4 to 7 guests.
